" Vision of Peace"

Each year, Lions clubs around the world proudly sponsor the Lions International Peace Poster Contest in local schools and youth 

groups. This art contest for kids encourages young people worldwide to express their visions of peace. During the last 20 years, more 

than four million children from nearly 100 countries have participated in the contest. 

 

The theme of the 2011-12 Peace Poster Contest is "Children Know Peace."  In November, students, ages 11, 12 or 13, are eligible 

to participate in this contest. The artwork has to be an original theme incorporating peace. Participants can use a variety of mediums, 

including charcoal, crayon, pencil and paint, to express the theme. The works created are unique and express the young artists' life 

experiences and culture. 

 

Twenty-four international finalists are selected each year, representing the work of more than 350,000 young participants worldwide. 

Posters are shared globally via the Internet, the media and exhibits around the world. Each poster is judged on originality, artistic 

merit and expression of the theme. 

 

Posters advance through several judging levels: local, district, multiple district and international. At the international level, judges 

from the art, peace, youth, education and media communities select one grand prize winner and 23 merit award winners. 

 

Miss Williamson teaches middle school and high school art at SVRCS. She selected 6th through 8th grade to participate, but limited 

the participants by their birthdates.  The students first  started the project by watching an informative video on the Lionôs Club web-

site, discussing the posters and viewing the work of previous winners. Once the students watched the video, the class brainstormed 

their thoughts of what represents peace.  The students then began drawing rough sketches and putting their ideas on the paper. Once 

they had a rough draft complete, the students  transferred their work onto a final copy. Finally after five weeks of working on per-

fecting their posters the students were finished. The posters were then sent to the Lionôs Club for judging. 

There were three local winners from SVRCS: Addison Schoonover received 1 st  Place, 

Haley Walizer received 2 nd  Place and Renee Edwards received 3 rd  Place.  The Lionôs Club 
provided a dinner for these winners at their facility January 9, 2012. The students each re-

ceived a prize and had their photograph taken with their poster. Please congratulate these 
students if you see them!
